Speech (pronunciation and perception of sounds)
Language (vocabulary, sentences, grammar)

Paediatric Feeding (breast or bottle feeding, eating solids, and/or difficulties swallowing, as well as fussy eating)
Stuttering (a speech disorder where the flow or fluency of speech is interrupted)
Voice (unusually whispered, husky or hoarse voice, frequently ‘losing the voice’, or having an unusually high or low pitch)
